Spitfires and GT6s. These cars were produced 
from1962 through 1980. NASS was founded on 
the Internet during some discussions in a Spitfire 
mailing list about the need for such a group in the 
late 1990's. NASS has started growing from a 
website that is provided by Yahoo/e-Groups.
